Required Gear: Duty belt or tactical holster, Duty vest or Tactical vest,Tactical Helmet or ball cap, Eye 
Protection, Ear protection, Duty belt, Tactical lights, Hand-cuffs with keys Appropriate footwear, Seasonal 
outdoor clothing such as rain gear, etc., Long-sleeve BDU’s, Full body covering is recommended, 
Protective gloves, Notebook and pen, Handgun (mandatory) 500 rounds with light, weapon cleaning kit 
Shotguns-500 rounds (recommended but not required), Sub-Machine-gun 500 rounds 
(recommended but not required), Assault Rifle-500 rounds (recommended but not required)
